3. Public Works Report- Dan Whitted
The day tank over flowed twice however Dan worked on Tuesday found and fixed a corroded wire. The system is running well now. 

4. Treasurers Report 
a. Budget worksheets were provided to the council members to review and work off of during the budget meetings. Outstanding debt as of June 10, 2020 is $11,250.50, Deposits not reflected on the May bank statement are $14,599.96.

5. Discussion Items 
a. Wastewater update- Councilwoman Ward
Councilwoman Ward has been working with Mike Settel and Mayor Martinez, during a conference call DEQ said that Mike’s environmental impact statement might cover some if what is required for the Water Facility Plan. The environmental impact statement should be done in about a week it will cost around $1500.00, There are little more than $7,000.00 still coming from DEQ, but the city will not get paid until everything is completed.  The environmental impact statement has the potential to save money in the budget if it covers both the Wastewater facility plan requirements and is accepted for the Water Facility Plan. Also all other alternatives in the waste water treatment facility other than the Wetland/Infiltration option of course are not being pursued at this time as voted on in the previous meeting, like the lift station, extending water and sewer lines. Councilman Morrison stated that we are putting those on hold due to budget constraints but the council can revisit it again at a future date. 
b. Hwy 78 RV Park – Sewer and water hookups currently registered with the City – Councilman Morrison was concerned that the RV park is only being charged for one hook up even though he has 7 units. They need to be charged for all of the units that are being used. This will be voted on at the next City Council Meeting. 
c. Review of Delinquent Water & Sewer Accounts- Councilwoman Ward stated that due to Covid-19 the city hasn’t been enforcing shut-off notices and now due to budget constraints she would like the go ahead and put out notices and return to previous turn off procedures.  The council agreed to resume shut off notices and shut off actions. 


6. Action Items
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a. HECO Engineers- Water Facility Plan Agreement- after brief discussion Councilman Payne made a motion to approved HECO Engineers for the Water Facility Plan of 70,606.00 budget, Councilwoman Ward 2nd the motion. Roll call vote. Unanimously approved. 
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b. EQ Drinking Water Planning Grant– Authorizing Resolution- Resolution read aloud by Kathy Brown, it authorized the Mayor or Council President to sign any documents related to the Drinking Water Planning Grant.
Councilman Morrison made a motion to approve the EQ Drinking Water Planning Grant Authorization Resolution, Councilman Pennington 2nd the motion. Roll call vote. Unanimous approval 

c. Lawn Mowing Quotes- Open submitted quotes- First quote submitted by Vicky Bingle for $275.00 a week, second quote submitted by Dan Whitted for $250.00 a week for lawn mowing and weed eating services. Councilman Morrison stated that the greenbelt while very aesthetically pleasing was originally supposed to be maintained by volunteers and it has now fallen on the city to maintain. Councilman Morrison asked if there is any way to get grants, or volunteers to take care of the greenbelt. Councilwoman Ward stated that at this time that wasn’t an option and she felt the city should go ahead with one of the proposed subcontractors. The council decided they would discuss the quotes in executive session. 
 
d. Budget Planning Work Session- Saturday June 13th 10am – Mayor Martinez stated that he couldn’t attend the 13th. but that the rest of the council agreed they will be in attendance. 
e. Expenditure & Revenue Reports – Councilwoman Ward passed out expenditures and revenue reports. Over the last nine months we have had a loss of revenue in the amount of $31,773.18. She wanted the council to review for the budget meeting. 
f. 2019 Water Consumer Confidence Report- Is a report that will go out the public, there will be link in the utility bills to the City of Grand View’s web site, as well as copies at City Hall for viewing. 
g. Tree-Verla Roberson, Paul Spang- The City Council stated that they would like to help out with the tree removal, the tree is located in the right away, however the only thing the City could do is help with is the removal once the tree is cut down. A letter will be drafted stating that removal assistance could be provided after the tree was cut down. 
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7. Executive Session-74-206(a,b)
Councilman Morrison made a motion to go into executive session per code 74-206(a,b), Councilwoman Ward 2nd the motion.  Roll call vote. Unanimously approved.

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b. County DMV Building Permit final approval
Councilman Morrison stated the city would lose $125.00 a month because of the loss of revenue from the DMV office rental, the cost to run the new DMV will be at least $400.00 a month and the concern it’s that the tax payers  had to now pay for the additional costs, that werew unnecessary in his opinion. Councilwoman Ward made a motion to approve the DMV final building permit, Councilman Pennington 2nd the motion.  Roll call vote. Councilman Morrison was the only no for approval.

Laura- would like to have the usage of Centennial Park for Grand View days on July 11, 2020 approved. There are a team of people helping to make it happen including the barbeque and fireworks. The city council agreed to the use of Centennial park and will provide trash cans and restrooms. 

Tammy Payne – Would like permission to work with Kathy to submit requests for reimbursement or stimulus money to cover some of the costs incurred because of COVID-19 including wages paid to employee that had to self-quarantine, lawyer costs for ordinances etc. which was agreeable to everyone. 
Tammy also Requested the use of safety cones and safety fencing to implement safety procedures for the food bank pick-up, this request was approved. 

Marie Hip-well – Stated that the DMV building was not necessary, a lot of people in the community are upset and angry about the money that will be wasted by having the new DMV building. If everyone could have behaved like adults instead of children then the new building and additional costs could have been avoided.  She also stated that there was no citizen input before the decision was made.
