2. Action Items 
a. Budget Working Session-
The following items were discussed and taken into consideration while working on the budget. 
b. Councilman Pennington discussed the city’s contingency funds. 
 The sewer revenue is down by 12%. The existing accounts will be reviewed and updated, to make sure that all sewer accounts are being billed. The council was informed that the total budget needed to be cut due to COVID-19 impacts by 20% that is the recommendation by AIC. 

      2020 Cost Containment 
1. The City has taken some budget containment actions by reducing ongoing wage and benefit expenses.
2. The Wastewater Facility Plan is wrapping up, which should result in a line item reduction of associated costs during the last quarter of 2020.

A. Budget Priorities that were reviewed 
1. Water Facility Plan ($70,000 budget with $42,000.00 from city funds)
2. Nitrate Mitigation Plan (may require a loan) CAS 12/31/2021 Deadline 
i. Well #1 – Apply for grants -October through December
3. Wastewater Lagoon Plan (grants and other funding) need to verify deadline.
4. W & S Employee Succession Planning (option of under 20 hours per week)
5. Street & Roads Resurfacing- look for grants and other monies to apply for. 

B. 2021 Budget Cut Options 

1. Eliminate Misc. expense items.
2. PERSI Elimination (5% in lieu of PERSI)
3. No conference/trainings except for licensure/training requirements


C. Revenue/Options/Opportunities 
1. $27,500 Drinking Water Planning Grant
2. Local Highway Improvement Grand (St & Rds), LTHAC, ITD Grant
3. CBDG grand for Water and or Wastewater lagoons
4. Sell surplus equipment, vehicles
5. Confirm Water & Sewer users are being billed correctly/adequately
6. Water & Sewer rates assessed and possible rate increase
